At the beginning of a game, wish your opponents good curling. Also, finish with a handshake. Practice on a different sheet. Warm up before a game by throwing a few stones, but use a different sheet than the one you'll be playing on. Keep the ice clean. Use only clean shoes to walk on the ice! Compliment a good shot. Don't remark on a poor shot. Keep the game moving. Be ready to deliver your stone or to sweep. Wait for the score. Thirds are the only players allowed in the house while the score for the end is being decided.
