MINI-MONDAY LEAGUE 5:30 – 7:00 pm.  Teams will consist of 3 players each (6 stones played), curling 6 end games. (1 free guard stone rule)  Sign up as individuals or as a team for this league.  We hope this will attract those curlers who want to curl a second night of the week, and still get home early. Night Manager: TBA

TUESDAY FAMILY / YOUTH CURLING

FAMILY/ YOUTH LEAGUE 6:00 – 8:00 pm.  The goal of this league is for families to have early, sometimes shortened games, so that the kids get home at a decent hour during the school week.  We hope this will attract pre-teens and noncompetitive juniors curlers.  Signup as individuals or pairs.  No stacked teams allowed.  Night Manager: TBA

MONDAY AND TUESDAY

FUN LEAGUES - Monday 7:00 pm and Tuesday 8:00 pm. Sign up as individuals or as a team for these leagues. Instruction is a key part of these draws, with an emphasis on helping new curlers improve and just have FUN! These are good nights for returning curlers to experience new positions and share talents with beginning curlers. Since we want to make this a good experience for any new curlers, we (the Draw Committee) suggest not overloading the team with inexperience. We recommend two experienced curlers with one or more years of experience.  Draw committee will form teams with balance in mind. Monday Night Manager –TBA, Tuesday Night Manager – TBA

WEDNESDAY

DINNER LEAGUE - 5:45 pm. This is an evening of SOCIAL curling. Sign up early as a team, couple, or individuals as this night is in very high demand! Only 13 teams will be accepted. Each week, one team will receive a bye and this team will prepare dinner for the others. Dinner is served after all teams are done curling, usually around 8 - 8:30 pm.

FEE - $50.00 per curler to cover the cost of all the meal.   Night Manager – TBA

THURSDAY

PICKED LEAGUE/ COMPETITIVE LEAGUE . Two leagues share the ice on Thursday, alternating times, one at 6:30 pm and the 2nd at 8:30 pm.  Sign up as teams only. Competitive league is intended for teams that expect stiffer competition or are preparing for the nationals or competitive cash spiels. The picked league is more social and intended to provide an opportunity to play with fellow members. Both of these leagues have no restriction on the make-up of the teams.  Night Manager – TBA

Competitive League FEE - $100 per team - returned as prize money!

FRIDAY 

FINGER-FOOD FRIDAY LEAGUE 7:00pm *New League for Fall 2004*.  End of the week, tired and don’t feel like cooking?  Come down, relax enjoy light snacks before and after curling.  History Nuggets...

Toward the end of the 1966-1967 season, outgoing President Ted Cox persuaded Board member Ralph Paden to run for the office of president. Ted convinced Ralph there wasn’t much to the job --- most activities and events were standard -- except for one unforeseen event: THE FLOOD of '67.

In September of 1967, board members convened to discuss the upcoming season. The meeting was called to order by President Ralph Paden at 4 pm at Bachner’s hangar. An excerpt from the Fairbanks Curling Club minutes regarding the flood reads as follows: 

“Regarding flood cleanup, a work party will be held Sunday. Craig Taylor furnished a generator. Ted Cox will look into the possibility of an SBA loan. Babe Vanderbilt made a motion that we contact Acme Electric Co. to put the electrical system in order. Ted Cox seconded the motion which was carried and Jess Bachner will contact Jerry Evans. Fairbanks Fuel Company will be called to put the furnaces in working order. Paul Stutzmann and Art Gervais were asked to see about rehabilitating the building pillars.”

The preceding nugget of history is from the Bonspieler’s Guide to Good Cooking, published in 1988 and put together by a group of  the club’s volunteers. Many of the volunteers who collected, proofed and edited recipes, and designed the cookbook, are still members and they still volunteer. It is a reminder that the Fairbanks Curling Club belongs to the members and its strength and survival depend on the participation and support of the members.

If you are a long-standing member, share your talents and time when and where you can to make the club even better and stronger. If you need help, ask others to assist you. Do not forget to ask new members – they often are just waiting for an invitation. If you are a new member and would like to volunteer, please do not hesitate to ask the Board of Directors and we will get you hooked up with the right people and project. We all take pride in the club. By volunteering, you can make sure the club remains a place of which we can all be proud.

Tips from the Draw Committee

It is the intention of the draw committee to make this curling season enjoyable! We will try to get schedules out as soon as possible, and change them as little as possible. However, we need help from the curlers. Sign up as early as you can. Be clear on the draw card if you are signing up as an individual or part of a team, what day or days you are signing up for, and which league each night. Be aware of your responsibilities once the season starts. Skips are responsible to make sure their team members know when they play.
