Curling Club Goes Smoke-Free

on July 1

As of July 1, 2005, the Fairbanks Curling Club will be a  smoke-free facility. The new policy was decided by voters at the Curling Club's General Membership Meeting, held March 22 at the club. As of July 1, those who wish to smoke may do so on the deck of the club, or outside, but smoking will no longer take place inside the building, neither upstairs nor down.  This decision came about as the  result of a vote of 63 in favor of having our facility smoke free,  with 12 wanting to keep it a smoking place.  One person abstained  from voting. At the meeting, we offered our gratitude to Peter Lundquist,  Willi Lundquist, and Dale Springer for their three years of service to our club, as members of the board.  By a unanimous vote and with  no other names submitted from the members, Stuart Burke, Bill  Robertson, and Barry Hill were elected to help set the course of our  club's decisions for the next three years. We thank those who have  served, and those who have offered their service, to speak for us as  new members of the Curling Club's Executive Board. 

Following the voting, there were some suggestions from the  floor, made by the members at large.  One person suggested we make a  plan for our facility for the next 7 to 10 years.  Another said we  should increase membership by tapping into the UAF students, the  military, and former curlers. 

Since we are losing part of the  parking space in front of the club due to the new sidewalks and  wider road that is being put in place, we should look at the  possibility of a side entrance, or a covered walkway to the existing front door.  Perhaps we should use some of our club money to pay  people to help with our club's maintenance, instead of exhausting our  volunteers. Volunteers will always be needed in our club, since  there are so many projects, which involve getting to know one another  and increasing membership.
