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Larry Crouder, Buz Jackovich, Denny Birklid, Jim Dodson
May Senior Spiel was a Success!

The hometown boys won the Senior Spiel.  Larry Crouder-skip, Jim Dodson-third, Buz Jackovich-second, and Denny Birklid-lead captured the championship game, defeating the Bill Kind team from Wisconsin.  The winning team accumulated a 7-1 lead and managed to finish the game with a 7-6 win.  Bill Kind’s resume includes a Senior World Championship in 2002, and a silver medal at the Senior World the past two years.  Kind was hoping to add the Senior Spiel to his gold list, but the “Lathrop boys of ‘62” were no pushovers. 

The Crouder, Dodson, Jackovich, and Birklid team was thrown together at the last minute.  When they started their first game it dawned on them that they had a lot in common—all were born and raised in Fairbanks, went through the school system, graduated from Lathrop in 1962, and three of them were 62 years old—Denny was the young one at 61 years.

The Steve Shuttleworth rink won the B event, with a 6-5 victory over the Vern Hanke rink of Wisconsin.  Curling with Steve were Dave Hufman, Chuck Gee, and DC Steorts.  The Perry Savoie rink of Whitehorse, Yukon, captured the C event.  Perry, Tom Charles, Paul, and Chuck West ended with a 6-5 win over Greg Wyman, Willi Lundquist, John Gustafson, and Barbara Wyman.      

The Senior Spiel May 20 – 22, 2005 was an “Open” Spiel of twenty-four teams of curlers, 50 years or older.  The event started with a “welcome, registration” party Thursday evening.  Curling began Friday morning at 11:00 a.m.  Curlers came from Massachusetts, New Hampshire, Chicago, Wisconsin, Whitehorse Y.T., Watson Lake Y.T., Anchorage and Barrow.  Many of the out-of- town curlers had thought about visiting Alaska or Fairbanks, and the Senior Spiel gave them the extra incentive to head north.  Chairman, Ted Cox, co-chair, Moira Nutter, and numerous other helpers organized a successful weekend.  From the smiles and comments during the spiel, a lot of people had a lot of fun. 

This was the first time to have curling in May at the Fairbanks Curling Club. In the past, after the International, which is held the first weekend of April, the compressors are shut off and the ice naturally melts or “goes out.”  There have been times, in the past, when the weather stayed cool enough for the ice to remain for some informal curling in mid April, but this is the first time the club has kept the compressors running and sponsored an event in May.  In the process of celebrating the centennial, the Curling Club held an Open Senior Spiel the third weekend of May. 

Tourists Enjoyed the Senior Spiel, too!

The Spiel was listed on the Fairbanks Visitor & Convention Bureau website calendar.  There were several emails from out-of-state tourists expressing interest about the Senior Spiel and inquiring if it would be okay for them to watch.  One email was from a tour guide in Vancouver who brought 15+ U.S. tourists to Fairbanks.  They originally intended to stop by the club and watch curling for 30 minutes.  They were so intrigued and enjoyed it so much, they ended up staying two hours, bought some curling souvenirs and said they would be interested in trying the game, if there was a club in their hometown.  Throughout the weekend, other tourists stopped by the club to check out curling.  Local and out-of-town curlers answered many questions about our “strange sport” and were friendly hosts to all visitors.  

Some highlights from some of the teams: 

The woman’s team from MA came a couple days early and stayed a day later, so they could tour around Fairbanks, before they headed to Denali on the train.  

The Chicago women’s team missed the plane in Seattle and almost missed the Welcome party - but they didn’t miss a beat having fun for the rest of the spiel.  Check out the pictures in the Senior photo booklet by the fireplace.  

One of the WI curlers brought his non-curling wife and they rented a motor home so they could tour around, before heading to Palmer to visit their daughter, who lives there.  

Former Fairbanks resident now residing in Rice Lake WI, Bill Kind, who had recently been here for the International, returned with a men’s team, which included his brother, Don Kind, who just started curling last year.  After the spiel, the Kind rink headed to Valdez for some fishing.  

Another WI team was comprised of three couples - the three men curled while two of the spouses alternated playing games, and the third spouse cheered them on.  

A Watson Lake men’s team came and one of the spouses wanted to curl too, so she curled with three local curlers.  

Perry Savioe’s Whitehorse men’s team came and Marci  Savoie curled with an Anchorage curler and two locals.  

Father-son, Earl Crass (who was featured in the Fairbanks Memorial Hospital TV advertisement) and son Tom Crass had a team.  

Prior Fairbanks residents, Jerry Bodas and his wife Rita came to town so Jerry could curl with the Lee Hazen team.  

Harvey Turner’s team with Gayle Wilson, Dick Snyder, and Marty returned to town after recently being here for the International.  

Former State Senator, Bert Sharp, and Fred Hupprich came back to the ice after several years off.  
Former Fairbanksan, Dave Hill, of Barrow, came down to curl in the Senior event with friends he used to curl with, while attending Lathrop.  

And 83 year young, Senior Spiel Chairman, Ted Cox, stepped up to round out a team.  

The other local teams read like a list of Who’s Who of curling!  Rinks were lead by Steve Shuttleworth, Mike Persinger, Ken Murray, Larry Burke, Bill Gryder, Tom Bundtzen, Terry Schmidt, Dick Morris, Peggy Martin, Roger Moore, Wally Burnett, and Grant McCoy.
