Pre-game Stretching

New US Olympic training guidelines say that the traditional style of pre-game stretching for curling is actually detrimental to performance. Pre-game warm-ups should be dynamic movements to get the blood flowing and the heart active.  Running in place, jumping jacks, and lunges are examples of recommended dynamic stretching.

Traditional static stretching (stretching passively) should be done after games, to relax muscles and release built up toxins.
