What is the Foundation?

The Fairbanks Curling Club Foundation was organized in 1990, as a separate tax entity from the Fairbanks Curling Club. The Foundation is a charitable organization allowing contributions to be tax deductible to the contributor. The Foundation bylaws state it will use only the earnings (not the principal) to promote curling activities. The Foundation is required to follow strict guidelines by the Internal Revenue Service. The Foundation welcomes all donations, small and large.  As the contributions or principal accumulates and grows, the earnings grow.  Each year, since 1991, the Foundation has given financial support for curling activities.  In the current year of 2006, the Foundation will contribute over $30,000 to help support curling activities.

the last rotation in 2000. 

The United States Women's Curling Association also sends a Women's team to Scotland every ten years, to curl against the Scottish women.  This year Lisa Stevenson was selected to be a member of the U.S. Team, starting in Glasgow.  The team will curl throughout the country November 

3rd - 25th.  The Scot Tour is an honor to experience, one that club member Gail Hazen participated in during the last tour in 1996.

This is the first time the two tours will run concurrently.  Lisa and Debbie have been preparing for it all year long and promise to come back with stories of fun, exciting travel, new friendships and great curling, in hopes that more women will participate in USWCA events and plan ahead for the next Tours in 2012 and 2016. 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BONSPIELS - curling tournaments.





BROOM - the instrument used to sweep the ice. Brooms may have brush heads or Teflon material attached to the heads.





CURL - a twist of the stone's handle upon release makes the stone curl, or curve, as it travels down the ice. The rock curls in the direction of the turn.





DELIVERY - the body motion of a curler as the rock is being shot.





DRAW - a rock that stops in front of or in the house.





END - similar to an inning in baseball. One end is complete when all 16 rocks (eight per team) have been thrown to one end. A game is usually eight ends, or about two hours. Championship games are 10 ends, or about 2 1/2 hours. After each end, the score is determined.





FREEZE - a draw that finishes in front of and next to another rock.
