Curling with Kelly were third, Lacy Birklid, second, Jenny Taylor, and lead, Tina Persinger.  Tina supplanted Stu Burke as the youngest curler to serve on a winning team.  Snider beat the Lisa Stevenson rink for the title and finished with a perfect record.  Curling with Stevenson were Kaye Huffman, Jennifer Towler, and Donna Laiti.

The eventual men’s winners were the family rink of Ken Persinger, skip, Greg Persinger, third and throwing last rocks, Chad Persinger, second, and “old man” Mike Persinger playing lead.  The Persinger rink accomplished their feat the hard way, beating the Steve Birklid rink that had come through the A event unscathed until running into the battle scarred family in the championship.  Persinger had to beat Birklid twice in succession to win the coveted trophy and bragging rights.  Curling with Birklid were Chris Benshoof, third, Matt Birklid, second, and Atticus Wallace, lead.

The glulam beams over the ice have been sealed with two coats of professional grade varnish to prevent tannins from dripping onto the ice and staining it during ice making as well as sprucing up the appearance.  Special thanks go out to Ron Winkleman and Jennifer Johnson who brought over a crew from FCC to do the labor.  Also, thanks go out to those who brought ladders and miscellaneous materials to aid with the task.   

Kudos are in order for Bob Masson at Dynamic Painting and Gary Gunderson at Gunderson Painting for providing scaffolding for the crews. 

Additionally, the columns between sheets 3 and 4 have a fresh coat of white paint.  After much gnashing of teeth, white was chosen over a faux brick pattern for the sake of simplicity.   The ice area should have a fresh look for next season.

Other Maintenance Issues

It appears that construction on the 2nd Ave. in front of the club will actually get underway this summer.  This will change our parking pattern on the south side of the club and necessitate more parking on the east side.  We will look at improved lighting in that area for safety and security.   The lot on the south side will probably also be re-graded by the contractor to comply with the new street elevations.

The club will be getting new doors as a result of the damage done during the break-in this winter.    They should all be installed over the summer.

Anchorage Spring Spiel
