If new, consider the following:

Curling shoes are not a necessity when starting out. A pair of training or deck shoes with clean soles can work well, but even the undersides of these (especially if they're new) can be a bit slippery. Purchasing two rubber grippers that fit over the soles of your shoes is a good way to go.  Grippers really do the job of gripping, and so give curlers more confidence to move freely on the ice. Grippers also help keep the ice clean. 

        Newcomers will also need a full plastic slider that covers the entire sole of one shoe. Another option is a half slider, which is not quite as slippery as a full slider. The shoe shouldn't have a rubber gripper on it when you attach the slider. Once you have delivered your two rocks, the slider can be easily removed and the gripper put on again, in order to play the sweeping part of the game.

Confused as to why the ice is unavailable for your individual or team practice??  You read the activities calendar, but who are these people: Randy Smith, Ladd, Two Rivers, or Magnet? They are not listed on any team!  Or, you arrive to practice only to be disappointed because some person is cutting up your ice!!


Some Explanations…





The School Curling Program schedules the ice regularly to satisfy the eight + schools, who bring in a bus loaded with students, to experience the sport of curling.  Example: Barnett Magnet School has a two hour session, every Friday during the second and third quarter of the ’06 – ’07 school year.  Other schools and groups requesting curling experience are scheduled at other times during the week.


 


Plus, the Little Rockers Program meets every Saturday, as allowed by the normal curling schedule. This year 24 children are participating under the direction of volunteers.





You’re right.  There are some ice mishaps during these sessions, but we of the School and Saturday Programs are part of or assist the ice crew. This is part of our responsibility, and from our point of view, a requirement if our intent (to introduce curling to the youth) is to be realized.


 


For you to have the 22 to 24 second, keen ice for your draw or practice, the ice is cleaned or shaved daily, and completely dismantled on Mondays and rebuilt. If you have a question about the ice, check with the ice crew.
