Ice-Making Weekend Sept. 13-14

On the weekend of September 13-14, there will be a need for many volunteers to ensure that the ice gets painted and sealed in time for the September Open House. This labor-intensive job can use many helping hands. More importantly, assisting with ice-making might also help you improve your game!

Have you ever wondered what is beneath our beautiful red, white and blue ice surface? Would you like to know which circles are actually off-center by an eighth of an inch? How about knowing which sheets run downhill toward the glass, or which ones dive in from the wall? There's a good reason why Roger always makes that critical draw shot against you -- he knows the ice because he made the ice!

The ice-making process takes place throughout September, with the major activity taking place on September 13-14. The basic process has many steps:

· Saturate the sand base with water

· Freeze the saturated sand

· Add layers of water on top of the frozen base until the surface is level

· Paint the white base coat on the entire surface

· Seal the paint with small seal coats of water

· Paint the houses and lines

· Seal and freeze with additional water

· Shave and clean the ice 

· Put out the stones!

The ice committee needs people who can help put the whole process into action. It's a lot of hose- 

holding, water-spraying, paint-brushing and ice-cleaning. The ice is a critical component of the curling club, and if you haven't helped with it before, you will learn a lot about how the rink operates.

There are many opportunities to volunteer with ice-making throughout the first half of September, but a special push to get the ice ready will take place in the middle of the month.

On September 13, the base coat of white paint will be put on the ice. This will require many people to hold hoses and mix the paint. After the paint is put on, many thin seal-coats of water will be sprayed over the paint in order to keep it from melting when a heavy flood of water is put over the top. This will require people to move quickly around the ice with water sprayers.

On September 14, the houses will be painted and the lines will be put on the sheets. The houses are going to be painted with brushes and rollers after they are scribed into the ice with a router. This will keep many people entertained for a few hours.

If you have questions about helping out with ice-making, please call Larry Ehnert at 457-3935, or just stop in at the club over the weekend of September 13-14, or on any weekend during the first half of September, to lend a hand. We need lots of help in order to get the ice ready!

Curling Courtesy Tip:  Be on time for your games.  If you are unable to attend, notify your skip as far in advance as possible so a substitute can be lined up. 

Draw Committee Message:

It is the intention of the draw committee to make this curling season enjoyable! To that end, we will try to get schedules out as soon as possible, and change them as little as possible. However, we need help from the curlers. Sign up as early as you can. Be clear on the draw card if you are signing up as an individual or part of a team, what day or days you are signing up for and which league each night. Do not rely on the draw committee to know anything beyond what year it is! Those people who will be helping have additional responsibilities once the season starts. Skips are responsible to make sure their team members know when they play. Team members should inform their skip ahead of time if they will not be able to make a game. The skip can then find a substitute for the night. 

Skipping is a privilege, generally earned through ability and experience. We all want the season to be fun! Good Luck and good curling! 

Team Duties:

Skips: Call your teammates, especially the new curlers, to confirm the time of the first game.

Skips: Make sure all the players on your team have paid their dues and ice fees.  Consult the draw manager if you have a question.

3rds:  Help your skip with the above duty.

3rds: It is your task to record the win/loss after each game.

2nds: Make sure the 3rd has performed the above.

Lead-returning curler: be ready to take over for the skip, 3rd and 2nd when they forget their duties.

Lead-new curler: Your duty is to ask any and all questions, learn as much as you want about your club and the sport of curling. 

All players: Have fun and good curling.
