This has been largely due to increasing member complaints and bartender concerns with not being able to see who enters the bar through the middle door. This is one of the more contentious policies the club has, and many members feel strongly one way or another about this policy. 

This issue has ebbed and flowed over the years depending on how many problems we have had with minors upstairs and parents whose supervision of their children has been, shall we say, lax. The Board has no wish to generate an unfriendly atmosphere counter to promoting fun, fellowship and family activities at the club. The Board does have to weigh the fact that the upstairs is a bar for the members’ enjoyment, while allowing junior curlers and other minors upstairs under certain conditions to keep the upstairs, club friendly. 

Since enforcing this policy, the board has received numerous complaints. At our Dec 11 Board meeting, we decided to review this policy and look at ways to improve the language to make the upstairs more user friendly for parents and minors.
